He would have felt so at home 
among the dozens of veterans in attendance.

For those of you who havenÕt yet visited the museum, you are missing 
out on one of lifeÕs great experiences! Families abound; kids love it! 
Who wouldnÕt enjoy walking past tanks, beneath C-47 transport planes 
and Spitfires hanging overhead, through the vast exhibition spaces with 
moving films in every corner of the museum? The National World War 
II Museum is surely one of our nationÕs great cultural and historic treas-
ures.

Dr. Nick Mueller, lifelong 
friend of the late Dr. Ste-
phen Ambrose, has exe-
cuted the vision he and Dr. 
Ambrose shared to preserve 
forever the epic struggle to 
defeat the most pernicious 
evil the world has ever 
known. On November 5-7, 
the museum will celebrate 
the grand opening of its lat-
est expansion space which

Honor our Veterans

I believe one of the sources of our 
nationÕs success through the end of 
World War II was the concept of 
shared sacrifice, i.e., while our sol-
diers fought to preserve our way of 
life, citizens on the home front 
were called upon to sacrifice - 
through rationing, taxes, working 
extra jobs. It was tough on our sol-
diers and a hardship for those at 
home. That approach changed 
dramatically with the war in Viet-
nam when the idea of Òguns and 
butterÓ - having it all - prevailed. 
ItÕs been that way since, much to 
our nationÕs detriment in my view. 

This November 11, fly your flag, 
thank a veteran for their role in 
providing us this good life, and say 
a prayer of thanks that weÕve got so 
many brave men and women in 
uniform risking their lives to pro-
tect us so we can enjoy ours.

It was fitting that our launch party for my book, The 
Monuments Men: Allied Heroes, Nazi Thieves, and 
the Greatest Treasure Hunt in History, was held at 
the Met, site of the critical meeting that took place in 
December 1941 in the immediate aftermath of the 
bombing of Pearl Harbor and AmericaÕs formal entry 
into World War II. This meeting led to the creation of 
the ÒMonuments MenÓ under the direction of Paul 
Sachs, Francis Henry Taylor, George Stout, and oth-
ers. 

It was a special evening, in particular for the Rorimer 
family and the Met. Gathered together were the 
grandchildren and one of two children of Monuments 
Man James Rorimer, who after the war became the 

MetÕs sixth director. (RorimerÕs son, Louis, was sadly unable to be with us). We were especially  grateful that 
Thomas Campbell, the current (and only ninth) director of the Met, was present to share his perspective on the 
importance of the role these Monuments Men and women had in preserving so much of the cultural world we 
enjoy today.

The Monuments Men Foundation Plays an Important Role in the             
Restitution of Two 400 Year Old Books to Germany

The Monuments Men Foundation for the Preserva-
tion of Art attended a ceremony at the National Ar-
chives in Washington, D.C. at which an American 
veteran, Bob Thomas, returned two library books he 
had taken as war souvenirs from the Merkers salt 
mine in April 1945. 

Dr. Thomas Þrst contacted the Monuments Men 
Foundation in early 2007 at which time the Founda-
tion began extensive research into the origin of these 
two books. Happily, through the Foundation's persis-
tent effort, Dr. Thomas realized the opportunity at 
hand to return these books to their appropriate homes 
- one was returned to the Akademische Bibliothek in 
Paderborn, and the other was sent to the Foreign 
Ministry until its final destination was determined. 
Accepting both books on behalf of a grateful nation 
was German Ambassador Klaus Scharioth.
